eneny losses in Binh Dinh Province that month, In October, elements of
the 61l0th Division attempted to exfiltrate the Phu (et Mountain operation~
al area, During MAENG HO 6, IRVING and DiI BaNG 800, more than 2,240 .-
eneny soldiers were killed. These operations thwarted VC/I\WA pL.ms for-a
southwest monsoon oﬁ'enaive. o

In II Force s eneny forces continued to. avoid deca.snre combat. through
October. - The 9th VC Division during this period-was probably regrouping,
training. and replacing losses. During the first half of November, elements
of this division suffered 966 KIA as a result of friendly probing op=
erations, In IV C1Z, enemy activity remained at the level of small-scale
attacks on outposts.and installations, sabotage and terrorism. VC ‘
preoccupation with intermal. problems and ARVN military preasure pre\rented
the enerny from wndertaking more a.mbit,lous actions.

. NVA elements were detected moving back :Lnto Quang Tri Province south :
of the DMZ in November, During Operation RIO BLsNCO in Quang Ngail Province,
contact was made with a.VC battalion that month. In I Force, Operation '
PAUL RE.VERE IV.apparently thwarted VG plans for offensive action in the
highland areaz, In II Force, Operation ATTIEBORQ in Tay Ninh Province re-
sulted in heavy losses to the 9th VC Division and 10lst NVA Regiment.
Enemy casualties totaled 1,106 k:Llled\, Ll capt-ured.- .

In December, eneny actlnty was largely guerrill;& or laca:l force
activity. NVA and VC Main Force units avoided contact, but ma.intained
unit integrity and attempted to rebu:.ld and remforce. :

The enem.y was hurt :Ln many areas during 1966 and his principnl con-
centrationa near sanctuaries at the DMZ, in the ¢hu Pong Reglen, and in -
the Tay Ninh - Binh Long area were contained by allied preemptive. opers-
ticns which inflicted hegvy losses. : However, the enemy sirength increaged ’
during 1966 (by some 42,000 men) indicating that he has been more. t.han ‘
able to re,place losses by infiltration and by conscr:.ptmn.

'Ihe enemy has been kept on the defensive and prevented i‘rom Winning
a significant military victory which he badly needs, pclitically and
psychologically. The cost of the- conflict increased sharply for the '
enemy dur:.ng the year just ended, : S




GROUND OPE RATIONS

In IIT MaF, Operation HiSTINGS, and its successor, Operation PRAIRIE,
in Quang Tri Province, were particularly significant, They scattered the
324B NVA Division and continued to frustrate eneny plans -for military
success in that region after.passive infiltration across the DMZ during May
and June, The same can be said of Cperations Macon, ALLEGHENY and - COLORADO,
and of the hundreds of small unit actions and patrols on the plains and
hills around Hue, Da Nang, Chu Iai and Quang Ngai. “Conversely, Operation
GOLDEN FLERCE 7-~1 was primarily a rice harvest protoction operation which
enabled Vietnamese farmers to harvest over 7 »500 tons of rice, which,
without protection, would have been claimed by VC. . '

In the I Force area of the Coastal Plains and Central Highlands, there
were numerous significant allied operations., The most outstanding of the
year started with coordinated operations MASHER ( ater nemed WHITE WING)
and THAN FHONG II in January. These operations accounted for over 1,700
enenmy killed in Binh Dinh and Quang Ngai Provinees and part of War Zone "D,
Concurrently, Operation VAN BUREN in Phu Yen Province doubled as a rice
harvest protection operation. wherein over 30,000 tons of rice was gathered
by local farmers while friendly foraes killed 650 eneny, Operations DAVY
CROCKETT and' CRAZY HORSE followed in Bink Dinh Province as S&D operations,
Operetion LINCOLN was a very successful S4D operation in southern Pleiku
and northern Darlac Provinces during 4pril. PAUL REVERE operations in
Fleiku and Kontum Provinces gained momentum during the late suumer and early
autuin, frustrating enemy attempts to assemble in large force in those
areas and inflicting heavy losses on the NVi lst (630th) Division as it
meved to and from sanctuary, Other operations in the I Force area such as
HAWTHORNE and NATHAN HAIE produced large nunbers of enemy killed. SUBCK,
JOHN PAUL JONES and SEWARD helped clear and secure the roads and waterways
from Vung ‘Ro- Bay north to Tuy Hoa and Qui Nhon, MAENG HO 6, DIA BANG 800
and IRVING made possible the extension of secure areas north through the
Phu Cat mountains to the southern edge of the Siem Giang Valley and the
Hung Iae Peninsula in Binh Dinh Provinee, - THAYER in the Bong Son Mountains
. of Binh Dinh Province is carrying search and destreoy cperations to the
north and west in furtherance of the campaign against the NVA 3 (610th)

- Division started earlier in the year, :

In II Force, BIRMINGHAM penetrated part of War Zone "(" in Tay Ninh -
Province during april. The operation resulted in destruction of many base
camps and structures, capture 1300 tons rice and interdiction of one exit
of the Ho Chi Minh Trail. EL PaSO IT in Binh long Province had notable
success with over 850 enemy killed when it terminated in mid=July. ATTLEBORO
produced significant contact in Nevember, with the 9th VC Division and 10lst
NV4 Regiment, and developed intc the first U,S. corps-controlled operation
in RVN. The enemy tock heavy losses in both men and materiel,




The operation penetrated and cleared parts of War Zone "C! which had been
Comrunist dominated for over 20 years,

Not so apparent, but equally important, were the results of operations
TOLEDO, HOB.RT, SMITHFIELD, and others. TOLFEDO caused few enemy casual-
‘ties, but diminished eneny support capability in terms of destroyed forti-
fieaticns, captured supplies and weapons. SMITHFIELD- resulted in 245
eneny killed in a smashing fustralisn victory in Just one afternoon in
Phuce Tuy Frovince, Operations like HOBART countered the VC infrasructure
in central FPhuoc Tuy Province, |

Two other operaticns in the II Force area portend the nature of op-
erations in 1967. These two are BATON  ROUGE and LANIKAIL, BATON ROUGE
was a battalion-size operation in the Rung Sat Special Zones. Its con-—
tributions to GaME wWuRLIEN in that area and the added security provided
the Lcng Tao River Channel to Saigen have validated this support of ARVN
forcas. o :

LANIKAT is & battalion operation with a multiple mission - search
and destroy against V¢ forces, interdiction of VC traffic, support of
local forces and support of Revolutionary Development, LANIKAI proved
that U.S, Ferces can operate effectively under conditions imposéd by Delta
gec graphy without upsetting the local order of things, It marks a
positive step in & plan to place more emphasis on suppert of Revolutionary
Development . '

In the Delta, the enemy has elected to operate primarily in company
or platoon strength. Because of this, there have been few major opera-
tions there, in terms of enemy killed and materiels captured or de-
stroyed in single cperations. CUU LONG 15, in Kien Tuong Province dur-
ing March, was significant in that over 200 enemy were killed., DaN CHI
219C during April in Chuong Thien Province produced nearly 250 enenmy
killed. In May, DaN CHI 227 in An Xuyen Province accounted for over 200
enemy killed. D&N CHI 261, in /in Xuyen Province and 3ac Iieu Province
during September, resulted in nearly 500 eneny killed, large amounts of
weapons and munitions captured. The impetus was followed up by DAN CHI
263 in Ba Xusen Province and CUU LONG 22 in Dinh Tuong Province during
October wherein ccmbined enemy casualties totaled nearly 300.

The importance of these and smaller operations in the Delta area by
the RVNLF ecarmot be overstressed. DMNost of the rice produced in this
country is producec in the Delta. Similarily, about five and one-half
million of the country's approximetely 163 million people live in the
area. 'These operations protect the food producing areas and large num-
bers of the populace.

Search and destroy operations and spoiling attacks against enemy
base camps and marshalling arezs have frustrated his battle plans, par-
ticulerly his hopes for a successful offensive, The enemy has not
scored a single major victory since last March when he overran the A
Shau Specisl Forges Camp. GVN, Free World and U.S, Forces control the




battlefield and continue to maintain the initiative,

: But even more significantly, the GVN and allied military ferces in
Vietnam have established. the overall national level of security required
far the conduct of Revolutionary Develomment - & program which will have
major emphasis in 1967. Battles meke the headlines, but real progress in
this war will be messured by the success of the totel effort to free the
Vietnamese people from the spectre of violent death, terror, domination,
harassment, coercion and the denial of self-determination by the Viet
Cong and NV : . ‘ :




AIR OPERATIONS

1966 was the yesr of build-up for air power in Southeast aAsia, In North
and South Vietnam, the air war damaged the enemy's ability to function
effectively and complemented ground efforts in sarresting his aggression,

 The Alr Force added niﬁe new squadréns and ajﬁew air ' field at Tyy Hoa to
the in-country capability, and more than doubled tactical reconnaissance
activity. ‘

 The growing airlift requirements have been met. The 834th Alr Div-
ision was activated to handle airlift in the Republic. The new airlift
request system provides flexibility in airlift equal to that of the
tactical air strike system, - _ '

U.s. téctigalhfighters havé had an all-weather capability since 1 My
1966, Using radar bombing techniques, enemy targets are struck accurately
regardless of weather. . ’

FuC pilots constantly look for signs of enery activity. From over 100
airfields in the Republic, the range of air power is brought to bear on the
eneny .

B-52ts doubled the number of sorties flown and have shifted emphasis
increasingly to a direct support role, Tied directly into the ground com-
mander's plan, the great welght of ordnance delivered by these aircraft can
clear large areas of enemy troops. The raids have been followed up with
ground sweeps. Use of this essentially strategic weapon in a tactical role
is o significont development which is saving many ground soldiers! lives.

it night, 4C-47s and flareships respond to the enemy's attacks, Their
response to & call for help is immediate and effective,

The growing success of the Chieu Hoi returnee program is related to
the increased effectiveness of the psy war effort being conducted by the
loud-speaker and leaflct campaigns over eneny positions.

U.S. strike forces are fully capable of supporting ground actions any-
where in the Republic, and the capability is growing. Alr support leaves
the enemy little opportunity to stop, rest or establish base camps and
staging areas fronm which to attack.

Ar action has been instituted in and just north of the DMZ to stop
NVa build-up and infiltrations

Air Forece, Navy and Marine aircraft hammered the 324B NVA Division

which sttempted to wrest control of Quang Tri Province, The ground-air
team thwarted the eneny's offensive plans In this area.
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in and just north of the DMZ, air strikes touched off 1,433 secondary
explosions, destroyed or damaged 140 trucks and 126 Ask or automatic weaw

- pons sites since 20 July. The ¢nemy's storage and staging areas have been

under constant air bombardment which destroyed materiel and seriously
danaged his ability to launch and sust.am an offensiva,

U.S5. air strikes in North Vietnam -have made this war costly for the
enemy, Although we have limited these strikes to military targets, the

‘. . strikes have cost the North Vietnamese in money, equipment and mnpOWer.

- The best measure of the effectiveness of the bombing is the intensi-

fied propaganda campaign they have launched to get the bombing stopped.

There 4s no question about the requiremenb for contlnued bombing of:
military targets in North Vietnam, The interdiction campaign has de-
stroyed great quantities of materiel heading toward South Vietnam which
would Vve,ntually be used against our troops, The destruction of this
materiel in North Vietnam helps to prevent US and Free World caaualties
in South Vietnam, .

NAVAL OPERATIONS

_(Naval Gunfire North)

In October (25th), 1966, a surveillance of the.lower coast of North
Vietnam was initiated using U.S. Seventh Fleet destroyers, Watercraft
traffic in the area under surveillance has become insignificant, except
for the two short truce periods when a large number of cruft were observed
moving supplies and men south. In a little over two months of operation
the patrol has accounted for 267 watercraft destroyed and 290 damaged.




LOGISTICS

Great progress has been made during the past year in improv-
ing our logistics posture. A4s one example, the short tons of cargo
moved-into RVN (390,000 during Deeember 1965) increased to 600,000
during December 1966.° The average waiting time for an unloading

‘berth in December 1965 was more than 10 days. Now it is two days.
